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General:
For any project, all the source code and necessary project related documentation should be in a source control system. Microsoft Team Foundation Server is the source control system that has been selected for DPW projects. Team Foundation Server (TFS) is a Microsoft product offering source control, data collection, reporting, and project tracking capabilities, and is intended for collaborative software development projects. The Source control repository provided by TFS is called Team Foundation Version Control (TFVC).  
This document provides instructions for requesting a TFS project in TFVC.  To learn more about organizing TFVC for software development in DPW’s environment, refer to the TFS Guidelines Documentation.
Instructions:

Requestor Instructions

1. Download the TFS Request Form Template from the Team Foundation Server collection in Docushare.
2. Fill out the request form completely.
3. If the request is to add/remove users to an existing TFS project, email the completed request form as an attachment to “OIS Account Administration”.

4. If the request is to create a new TFS project, email the completed request form as an attachment to “OIS Account Administration” and “PW, TFS Requests”.
5. Wait for notification from the TFS Administrators about the status of your request.
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
