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General:

The Department of Human Services (DHS) is currently migrating away from the use the DHS Enterprise Object Library to store and manage new (and ultimately all), non-mainframe applications developed and maintained by DHS and DHS-contracted staff. The goal in creating the object library is to provide a standardized, controlled, and auditable environment in which to store and manage objects of applications in the development and maintenance stages. 

The Bureau of Information Systems (BIS), Division of Technology Engineering (DTE) administers the DHS Enterprise Object Library, while the BIS Enterprise Server Administration Unit has ultimate ownership.  

In a nutshell, the object library is where developers have stored and managed new (and ultimately, all) non-mainframe applications. All application components including end-user documentation, specification documents, source objects, executables, graphics, and all other related application components are stored there. (The object library is only for storage and management. It does not include the environments in which the applications are actually constructed and implemented.) 

Guideline:

Use of the DHS Enterprise Object Library to store and manage non-mainframe applications is currently limited to legacy applications.  Existing as well as new applications should be in a source control system.  DHS has adapted Microsoft Team Foundation Server as the source control system for all projects.  Team Foundation Server (commonly abbreviated as TFS) is a Microsoft product offering source control, data collection, reporting and project tracking and is intended for collaborative software development projects.  See the Team Foundation Server Source Control Guidelines documents for more details.

All guidelines and referenced documentation identified in this standard will be subject to review and possible revision annually or upon request by the DHS Information Technology Standards Team. 
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
