

Procedure for Batch runs on the Production System during Prime Time



A.
Overview and Purpose.




1.
The purpose of this procedure is to give the Customer Services and Application Processing Sections control over all batch runs, which are started via Demand terminals during the hours of 7:00 a.m. thru 6:00 p.m.





It has become necessary to control the load of batch runs on the production system because of the heavy influx of on-line TIP activity.  
This control will cover all runs started via Demand terminals and also FTP runs started on other hosts destined for the production system.





The operator will put an 'A' hold on the system, which will cause all batch runs that are started to go into 'backlog', a holding area. The computer operator will not release the batch runs.  Scheduling personnel will release the backlog run after receiving a request via the following process.



B.
Operational overview.




1.
The following will outline the steps needed to initiate a batch run on the production system.





a.
An individual will start the batch run via their Demand terminal by using the @START keyin. If using the FTP process the @FILTRN  keyin will be used.  The run that is started will go into BACKLOG on the production system.





NOTE:
Write down the runid as identified by FILTRN when sending from any other host to production system. If Scheduling is not notified of a HyperChannel run it will 'timeout' in five minutes on the sending host and abort.





b.
To notify Scheduling Unit of the run that has been started, complete the following:

1.
Enter DEMAND mode on the production system






2.
Key in   @SCHMON
3.
Respond to the prompts that are displayed.





c.
This process will send a message to an online demand terminal in the Scheduling unit and print on a cop printer. Scheduling personnel will review the request and will release the run from BACKLOG in accordance with system activity restraints.





d.
Database runs need prior approval and data base function (update or retrieval) must be mentioned in the reasons for this run. Approval will be verified by Scheduling.
