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The purpose of this document is to 
The Installation of Oracle Software will follow as much as possible the Optimal Flexible Architecture as defined by Oracle Corporation. The DBA is also responsible for the installation of the following software: 

The Oracle Database Server itself along with all purchased add-ons or plug-ins.
The Oracle Client software on all Application servers.

It is also database administrator’s responsibility to maintain and ensure that only licensed products are installed on the appropriate servers. 
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It is database administrator’s intent to maintain as few levels (versions) of the Oracle Server software as possible. To this extent, the DBA will be proactive in evaluating the stability and benefits of upgrading the Oracle Server software, as new releases are made available. 

The Department currently has the luxury of physically separate Database servers to support various Application environments. The normal migration path for Server software upgrades follows:

DBA Research and Development Server
Development Server
Production Server 
	
Prior to the start of an upgrade activity a review of the impact with existing third party software should be evaluated. In addition a detailed statement of work should be developed to define the various activities and responsibilities that will be required in order to successfully upgrade the software.

The current placement of the Oracle Database Server software on the currently supported platforms is as follows:

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The installation and or upgrade of the Oracle Client software will follow the same principles as an upgrade to the Server software and will usually coincide with the server upgrade. 

Prior to the start of an upgrade activity a review of the impact with existing third party software should be evaluated. In addition a detailed statement of work should be developed to define the various activities and responsibilities that will be required in order to successfully upgrade the software.
