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Running Report OIM Exceptions Report: General Assistance Over 65
Introduction

Used at the Office of Income Maintenance (OIM), the OIM Exceptions Report: General Assistance Over 65, is an Impromptu report that displays the Data Warehouse records with a Category Code "D" and a Current Age Greater Than 65 Years of Age. Users can obtain a list of the records for geographic areas, counties, or districts using the prompts when running the report.

All OIM Information Delivery ("Cube") users can run the OIM Exceptions Report: General Assistance Over 65.

Purpose

The purpose of this document is to instruct the user on viewing records using the OIM Exception Report prompts.

Using the OIM Exception Report Prompts

Upon running the Exception Report, the program will display a new page listing the three prompts. The default selection for each of the three prompts is a null or blank selection (NOTE: Running the report for this selection would return no records). 

To view the records for a particular area, county, or district, simply select the desired item from the appropriate prompt, leaving the other prompt selections as the null or blank selection. 

One can also select items from two or more prompts. This may be useful in selecting only part of a larger area. For example, if one wishes to view a report for Area 2 and Lebanon County, they would select Area 2 from the Area prompt and Lebanon County from the County prompt. This will return all records for each County in Area 2 and Lebanon County. NOTE: If the county/district selected is in the area/county selected, the report displays all matching records only once.
